2022 Reccomended Immunizations for Children from Birth Through 6 Years Old
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COVID - 19 VACCINATION IS RECOMENDED FOR AGES 6 MONTHS AND OLDER.

* Two doses given at least four weeks apart are recomended for children age 6 months through 8 years of age who are getting an influenza (flu) vaccine for the first time and
for some other children in this age group.
** Two doeses of HepA vaccine are needed for lasting protection. The first dose of HepA vaccine should be given between 12 months and 23 months of age. The second dose
should be given 6 months after the first dose. All children and adolescents over 24 months of age who have been vaccinated should also receive 2 doses of HepA vaccine.

If your child has any medical conditions that put’s them at risk of infection or is traveling outside
of the United States, talk to your child’s doctor about additional vaccines that they may need.

These boxes indicate the vaccine SHOULD be given if a child
is catching up on missed vaccines.

This box indicates children not at increased risk MAY get the
vaccine if they wish after speaking to a provider.
